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In college EFL courses, in addition to traditional lecture-based teaching, various
groupwork activities such as discussions, peer reviews, and language skill exercises are
frequently incorporated. These activities are expected to energize the classroom
environment and promote active learning among students. However, students’
perspectives on groupwork, including how they construe and, as participants, construct
these activities, remain largely unexplored. For years, | have investigated video recordings
of groupwork activities in college EFL courses using Conversation Analysis (CA), a research
framework that examines the order and mechanisms of human interactions. In this
lecture, | will present findings from my previous studies on groupwork in EFL contexts and
discuss how CA can illuminate various aspects of in-class groupwork.
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Daisuke Yokomori is an Associate Professor at the Institute for Liberal Arts and Sciences, Kyoto University.
His specialized fields are Interactional Linguistics and Conversation Analysis. He has conducted research on
the dynamics of linguistic structures and usages in social interactions, analyzing recordings of various types
of conversational activities in both everyday and language-learning settings. He served as one of the editors
for the volumes Hanashikotoba e no Apuroochi (Approaches to Spoken Discourse, Hituzi, 2017) and

Kaiwabunseki no Hirogari (Expanding Horizons of Conversation Analysis, Hituzi, 2018).
