Title: Teaching EIL in an age of multicultural challenges
Bl BB fux (A&EMEZKRF)

Overview: In many parts of the world today, multicultural diversity is being challenged
by increasing social pressures. One possible remedy to this latest problem is the
teaching of EIL (English as an International Language), a concept highlighted in the
recent publication of The Routledge Handbook of Teaching English as an International
Language (2025). In this talk, partly based on my four decades of efforts to teach EIL
in Japan, I will discuss theories and practices in EIL education, aimed at helping
students to embrace multicultural inclusivity as well as tfo express themselves in global
communication. Relevant concepts, particularly ELF (English as a Lingua Franca), WE
(World Englishes), and GE (Global Englishes), will be incorporated toward an integrated
paradigm of EIL studies. Finally, I will briefly address the impact of Al on EIL as an

immediate concern for the field.

HEBE / As the population of |8-year-olds declines in Japan, the number of
Abstract international students in higher education institutions has increased in recent

years. This presentation focuses on the impact of Extensive Reading (ER) on
international students enrolled in a range of EFL courses at a Japanese
university from 2020 to 2024. Sixty-four students from |0 countries
participated in 17 classes with Japanese peers at a university in western
Japan. Since 2020, X-Reading has been used online in ER classes, while paper
books have been used in others. The reading target varies by class, and native
books are used for a fluent student. The presenter will show the reading
amount, the tasks/activities they liked, and the results of the C-Test
conducted at the beginning and end of the semester. She will also include the
data on their educational backgrounds and motives for taking English classes.
The results of the comprehensive class survey have provided strong support
for implementing ER linguistically and/or affectively for international
students. However, the data indicated that ER using paper books had better
outcomes than online reading overall. Most of all, ER conducted in a globalized
learning environment created synergy for the international and Japanese
students. (This will be a short version of the oral presentation given at the
7th World Congress on Extensive Reading at Hokusei Gakuen University on

September 8th, 2025.)

Abstract technology in language learning has pointed to several key benefits:

individualized and interactive learning, model text generation, timely
correction and feedback, and positive effects on learning enjoyment and
motivation—all of which contribute to the development of second language
skills, learner autonomy, self-efficacy, and metacognition. This talk infroduces
a multimodal approach for developing short speeches and presentations by
university English learners. The method incorporates generative and other Al
technologies to promote learner agency and authenticity while taking
advantage of the benefits identified in previous research. The process begins
with students composing original speech drafts without AI assistance. Drafts
are then submitted to ChatGPT and other large language model (LLM) AI
chatbots with specific prompts for organization and content feedback based
on a rubric, along with requests for lexical and syntactic error correction.
Students receive both Al and instructor feedback for revision. Next, students
use text-to-speech (TTS) tools to practice listening and shadowing with AI-
generated models of their own texts. Finally, students record their speech and
receive Al feedback on fluency, pronunciation, and language feaotures,
allowing for focused practice before their final in-class presentation. In order
to promote transparency and integrity, students keep track of their use of Al
and other tools via an online form shared with the instructor. Following the
final presentation, students reflect on their tool use and how it affected their
learning.

The purpose
of the course was to support international students’ understanding of
Japanese culture while enhancing their ability to express their own cultural
perspectives through structured interaction with Japanese students. First,
Japanese students selected cultural and social topics of interest and created
interview questions for international students. Next, they collected relevant
cultural background information using online resources. Generative Al was
then used to reorganize these questions and cultural explanations into
learning materials adjusted to the Japanese language proficiency levels of
intfernational students. International students studied the Al-generated
materials and responded to the questions through small-group discussions.
Based on the discussion outcomes, the responses produced by international
students were combined with the original Jopanese-language materials and
translated into English. These bilingual materials were subsequently used as
feedback resources and learning materials for Japanese students. Through
this reciprocal process, both groups engaged in reflecting on how cultural
meanings were conveyed and interpreted across languages. The results of the
course implementation indicated several educational benefits. Al-generated
materials contributed to deeper understanding of Japanese cultural topics
among international students and increased their confidence in expressing
their own cultural viewpoints. Japanese students, in turn, developed greater
awareness of how to explain cultural concepts clearly and effectively to non-
native speakers. In addition, the structured question-and-answer format
helped reduce communication anxiety for both international and Japanese
students, facilitating more meaningful and sustained interaction. These
findings suggest that an instructional model that explicitly integrates question
generation, cultural information gathering, and Al-based material creation—
supported by reflective use of bilingual learning materials—can effectively
enhance intercultural communication in classrooms where learners with diverse
cultural and linguistic backgrounds study together.

The
International Corpus Network of Asian Learners of English (ICNALE)
(Ishikawa, 2023) has been consistently designed as a dataset suitable for
sophisticated CIA practices. After the recent release of the WE Plus module,
the ICNALE now includes two kinds of ftopic-controlled essays written by
college students from 19 countries and regions in Asia (EFL: Cambodia, China,
Indonesia, Japan, Korea, Laos, Myanmar, Nepal, Taiwan, Thailand, Vietnam;
ESL: Bangladesh*, Brunei*, Hong Kong, India, Malaysia*, Pakistan, Singapore,
the Philippines [* Regions using English as a de facto working language]), as
well as three kinds of LI English speakers with different occupational
backgrounds. By comparing these writers in various combinations, one could
reliably identify the similarities and dissimilarities of a variety of writer groups
in Asia. This presentation shows the result of classifying 22 writer groups in
terms of the frequency of the top 100 words. Two kinds of multivariate
analyses, cluster analysis and correspondence analysis, have suggested
participants’ essays are classified into four archetypal discourse types: I-
oriented, we/you-oriented, they-oriented, and impersonal description-
oriented.

Abstract involves key stakeholders, often teaching faculty and students, in creating

puzzles, an equivalent to the research question, which they go on to solve
collaboratively without deference to a professional researcher. As a result,
learners gain valuable insights to the entire research process and a sense of
autonomy, while their heightened engagement encourages more considered
outcomes. As part of his doctoral studies, the presenter is involved in a
programme of EP with university students of English in Japan. This involves a
senior team of students in carrying out research on the theme of emotions in
the language classroom, determining an approach to learning more about this
phenomenon through research on the wider student population. This
presentation will focus on EP as a methodology, drawing on previous studies
which extol its benefits to support the learnings gained through this project
so far.
